with liberty and justice for all.

Recently, this familiar pledge has come under attack, with certain courts declaring it unconstitutional to repeat
that pledge in a public school. The debate centers on the phrase "one nation under God," because Americans
hold such widely differing ideas of who God is--or even whether He exists. Americans who reject God are of-

under God . ..

fended by this phrase about God's leadership.

Whether or not America chooses to consider itself a "nation under God," America is "under" God's authority
and power--and so is every other nation. The Bible teaches that God is the Creator of the world--and of nations and governments: "For by
him all things were created, in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities--all things
were created through him and for him" (Colossians 1:16).

We owe respect to our government because God is the ultimate authority behind it: "Let every person be subject to the governing authorities.
For there is no authority except from God, and those that exist have been instituted by God" (Romans 13:1).

As our nation decides to accept or reject this truth, you also must make a decision--will you acknowledge God as the creator, whose rightful
place is Lord over everything, including your life? The Bible teaches that God created people to have a loving relationship with Himself. But
our sin separates us from our pure and holy Creator. So God made a way to remove this barrier by sending His Son to pay the penalty that
we deserve. John 3:16 tells us, "For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish but
have eternal life."

Believe today! If you've never acknowledged God's authority over your life, do it now by saying these words from your heart: "God, | know
that you are ultimately powerful. I'm sorry I've ignored you and gone my own way. Thank you for making a way for me to have a relationship
with You through Jesus. Help me to turn away from sinful choices and live for You. Amen."

If you have trusted in God, you will find that He is the ultimate kind, wise, and loving authority. You have chosen the ultimate loyalty and be-
come part of His family. You, as an individual, are "under God."

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Please remember to continue to collect and save your old pill bottles for
Haiti. The bottles should be washed inside and out, making sure the inside is
dry before putting caps back on. Labels must be re-
moved as well as the sticky glue. If you have a problem
removing the labels, soak the bottles in warm water and
scrape labels off. GooGone, which can be purchased
at the Dollar General for approximately $1.50, works
well getting the sticky glue off the bottles.

There is a box at the church to drop your pill bottles
in. This is a small thing we can do to help a country
that has great needs. They receive their medical sup-
plies in bulk and the bottles are used to dispense meds.

Keep saving those aluminum pop tabs. If you are not
sure if they are aluminum, check them with a magnet. There
is a collection can at the church to drop your tabs into.

This simple donation brings in about $1,000 a month to
buy supplies for the Ronald McDonald House in Hershey,
PA.

Each year in February we collect wish list items and pop tabs for the PA
Farm Bureau to deliver to Hershey. This past February we were able to give
15 tubs of pop tabs to support this project.
