 "Jesus Loves Me"  
 

"Jesus loves me! This I know 
For the Bible tells me so 
Little ones to Him belong 

They are weak, but He is strong." 
 

 ANNA BARTLETT WARNER (1827-1915) and her sis-
ter Susan were the unmarried daughters of a prominent New 
York lawyer who lost his fortune during the 1837 depression.  
 
 After Mr Warner moved the family to an old house 
across the Hudson River from West Point, the sisters opened 
their home to the cadets and held Sunday School classes. 
Anna loved writing hymns and she wrote a fresh one each 
month for her students. 
 
 Eager to supplement the family income, the sisters 
turned to writing novels and children's books. 
 
 Among the 18 books that they wrote together was Say 
and Seal, the book in which "Jesus Loves Me", written by Anna, 
first appeared in 1859. In the story, one of the characters com-
forted a dying child by singing "Jesus Loves Me".  
 
 In that context, there is another stanza not commonly 
found in hymnals: 

 
"Jesus loves me! Loves me still 

Tho' I'm very weak and ill 
That I might from sin be free 
Bled and died upon the tree." 

 
 Later Anna (whose writings are sometimes listed under 
her pseudonym, Amy Lothrop) published "Jesus Loves Me" as 
a hymn in her first hymnbook, Original Hymns.  
 
 In 1862, William B. Bradbury stumbled across the 
song's words and wrote his own tune, the one we sing today. 
He also added his own chorus: "Yes, Jesus loves me, Yes, Je-
sus loves me." Within months, this song raced across North 
America, and eventually all the continents of the world. 
 
 In 1971 the song was further revised when Anglican 
priest David R. McGuire rewrote stanzas 2 and 3 to reflect the 
story in Matt. 19:13-14, where Jesus gathers the children 
around him: 

 
"Jesus loves me! This I know 

As He loved so long ago 
Taking children on His knee 

Saying, Let them come to Me." 
 

 After more than a century of evolution, "Jesus Loves 
Me" became the number one spiritual song in the world. It has 
been translated into more languages than any other song.  Mis-
sionaries favor its simple and easy-to-remember chorus as a 
means of explaining the Gospel in a clear, simple way.  Re-
markably, a poem from an obscure novel is now one of the best 
known hymns in the world.

PILL BOTTLES FOR HAITI 

     Please remember to continue to collect and save your old pill 
bottles for Haiti.  The bottles should be washed inside and out, making 
sure the inside is dry before putting caps back on.  Labels must be 
removed as well as the sticky glue.  If you have a problem removing 
the labels, soak the bottles in warm water and scrape labels off.  Goo-
Gone, which can be purchased at the Dollar General for approximately 
$1.50, works well getting the sticky glue off the bottles.  There is a box 
at the church to drop your pill bottles in.  This is a small thing we can 
do to help a country that has great needs.  They receive their medical 
supplies in bulk and the bottles are used to dispense meds.

 But our love story isn’t complete yet.  A similar story was un-
folding between Helen Ward and Leroy Barnhart.  Helen had come 
from Buck Valley to attend school at Southern Fulton High School and 
it was in their sophomore year that they noticed one another.  They 
didn’t officially become a couple until Helen turned sixteen, which was 
when her parents permitted her to begin dating.  Uncle Sam and the 
draft stepped in and pulled Leroy from school at the end of his junior 
year, to serve in the Army.  Word War II was ending at this time and so 
he remained stateside for his one-year tour of duty.  
 Meanwhile, his good friend Quentin had returned home from 
the war, his service to his country complete and they began double 
dating.  Thus, Leroy, Helen, Quentin, and Ada began a friendship that 
would carry them through the joys and sorrows, laughter and tears of 
marriage  for the next sixty-five years. 
 Leroy and Quentin procured marriage licenses in Cumber-
land, MD, and on Dec. 29, 1945, Leroy and Helen, Quentin and Ada 
exchanged their lifelong vows in a parsonage there. 
 Within six months, Leroy and Helen faced their first challenge 
when their house burned down.  However, with their strong faith and 
love for one another, along with determination and many long days of 
good hard work, they built another house, which they still live in today. 
 As their family grew, their bond of friendship with Quentin and 
Ada was strengthened, and on their third anniversary, they shared a 
vacation to Atlantic City, NJ, and had a grand time. 
 Leroy retired as a purchasing agent from H.B.Mellott Estate 
after nineteen and a half years, while Helen worked as a teacher’s 
aide at Southern Fulton Middle School for twenty years. 
 Leroy and Helen put God first in all they do and were very 
active in their church for many years.  In 1989, Leroy received an 
award, Elder Emeritus, for serving for nineteen years as an Elder, an 
honor that makes him very proud. 
 What is their secret for sixty-five years together….faith in 
God….love…trust…one day at a time…only buying what you can af-
ford…being satisfied with what you have…counting your blessings 
every day. 

 Theirs is a love story that began with a chance encounter at a 
carnival in Hancock, MD, and is still going strong sixty-five years later.  
Oh, they knew one another growing up, but the six-year difference in 
their ages precluded any interest beyond just knowing they were part 
of a neighboring family.  At one point, Quentin even dated her older 
sister.  Then, Ada & Quentin crossed paths and things would never be 
the same. 
 Uncle Sam had called, however, and two months after their 
chance meeting, Quentin found himself on his way to England for what 
was supposed to be a one-year hitch.  In the meantime,  world war 
broke out and it would be five years before he would return home and 
could date Ada in the traditional way.  Quentin wrote to Ada and she 
wrote back.  He asked her to continue writing, and she did.  She also 
corresponded with a few other servicemen, which she felt was her 
patriotic duty.  After writing back and forth for over a year and a half, 
Quentin was certain this was the girl for him and he proposed.  Al-
though Ada was dating another young man at the time, she knew the 
time had come for her to make a choice.  She accepted Quentin’s pro-
posal and in her words, told her other suitor to” take a hike!” 
 When Quentin returned home, Ada quickly introduced him to 
her church family and friends.  Quentin wasted no time in making it 
official, and in a week’s time, he gave Ada a ring.  Quentin had a good 
friend in Leroy Barnhart, and soon, Quentin, Ada, Leroy, and Helen 
could frequently be found double dating.  After four months, Quentin & 
Leroy went to Cumberland, MD, to get the marriage licenses and on 
December 29, 1945, in a double wedding ceremony, Quentin & Ada 
and Leroy & Helen exchanged vows and were married.  That friend-
ship has continued through the years, and they share a lifetime of 
memories, both happy and sad, that has strengthened their bond. 
 The early years were challenging for Ada, in that Quentin’s 
homeplace didn’t have any of the “modern” conveniences she was 
accustomed to like an indoor bathroom, running water, big kitchen, or 
electric stove.  However, this hardship wasn’t lost on Quentin and he 
told his dad that if they didn’t give her a better kitchen, she might not 
stay.  So they got to work, and built her a kitchen. 
 As they built their lives together, Quentin worked the farm 
long hours while Ada cared for their growing family.  They worked to-
gether, helping one another, committed to one another.  They raised 
four wonderful children and  have been blessed with many grandchil-
dren, great-grandchildren and great-great grandchildren.  Their strong 
faith and daily walk with their Lord and Savior has been their mainstay.  
They have lived their lives to be a witness to those around them, and 
thus have been a blessing to many friends and family members in their 
church and community for many years 
 Regrets, they have none.  Memories, they have many.  Their 
secret ingredients for a long and happy marriage begin with the love of 
God and include respect for one another and taking seriously the vows 
they made sixty-five years ago to love, honor, and cherish until death 
do us part. 

 It has been a pleasure and privilege for me to spend 
time with Quentin, Ada, Leroy and Helen and listen to their sto-
ries.  They have been a blessing to so many family and friends 
over the years; and continue to bless all of us with their exam-
ple and witness of faith in God and one another, together with a 
deep abiding love that will endure for today and all eternity.
