Thoughts from the Pastor’s Desk 

 
Summer Sabbath 

 
According to the experts, the first day of summer is not officially until June 21st @ 7:28 am EDT, however I suspect for some it 

will begin with the last day of school, which for SF is June 8th. If WPC is anything like FPC (the church I used to attend in NJ,) then it 
won’t be long before our worship attendance will drop off, and like in those Betson’s Furniture commercials we will be soon asking, 
“Where did everybody go?” In New Jersey, we used to say that Jesus went to the seashore during the summer months. We knew this to 
be true because being the good Christians we are, we all followed Him there! Now of course we don’t exactly live near the seashore 
here in Warfordsburg, so I am wondering where our Jesus might go.  

For most of us, Sunday is our Sabbath and while we all like to enjoy our vacations, it is important to remember the fourth com-
mandment (or the fifth depending on whether or not you treat the preamble – “I am the Lord Your God” as the first commandment as do 
our Jewish brothers and sisters.  

“Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy. “Six days you shall labor and do all your work, but the seventh day 
is a Sabbath of the Lord your God; in it you shall not do any work, you or your son or your daughter, your male or 
your female servant or your cattle or your sojourner who stays with you. “For in six days the Lord made the heav-
ens and the earth, the sea and all that is in them, and rested on the seventh day; therefore the Lord blessed the 
Sabbath day and made it holy.  Ex 20:8-11 NASB  
The Lord knew you would need this day of rest. However, I find that for most, it has become just another day; or worse, just 

another day of obligation! Keeping the Sabbath honors God by confessing that we are not the creator, and that He alone is. When we 
take time for ourselves, and treat it as a holy time, our lives turn from being bitter, to being better. Being holy means set apart from the 
ordinary. Now you may be asking, does this mean that while I am on vacation I have to attend church? Would it surprise you to hear me 
say no? Church remember, is not so much about the gathering as it is about the scattering. Living Christian lives in the midst of a fallen 
world, brings more glory and honor to God then anything we could possibly do in church. Now don’t misunderstand, we do need to come 
to church and the reasons for this are too numerous to be included in such a short article. 

My point is simply this: just because you are on vacation and you have a free pass not to attend WPC, doesn’t mean you get a 
pass on the fourth commandment. It also means that the vacation day itself cannot be your Sabbath. What makes a Sabbath a Sabbath 
and keeps it holy, is its being set apart from the ordinary and you taking rest in the arms of the Savior. 

So as you travel to wherever Warfordsburgians (is that really a word?) travel to during the summer,                                       
remember that God goes with you, wanting you to not only honor Him, but also enjoy him forever. “I will never                                    
leave you…,” He said, now that’s a Savior!
