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     The Presbyterian 
Women's Birthday Of-
fering started in 1922 to 
celebrate the 10th anni-
versary of the Women's 
Auxiliary (PCUS).  At 
that time the members 
were challenged to give 
one penny for each year 
of their lives (or a dollar 
if a woman preferred not 
to reveal her age) as a 
birthday gift to the 
cause.   
 

     This tradition has 
continued as the 
Woman's Auxiliary be-
came Women of the 

Church in 1948, and then Presbyterian Women in 
1988.  The offerings have enabled a long succession 
of new, often innovative mission projects throughout 
the world.  
 

     This year’s three projects that were chosen to share 
the Birthday Offering are: 
 

     1) ACROSS works to improve the lives of Suda-
nese people by strengthening communities and pro-
moting education.  (www.across-sudan.org) 
 

     2)  Menaul School in Albuquerque, New Mexico, 
has educated and equipped students for leadership in 
the church and larger society.  With Birthday Offering 
funds the existing dormitory will be refurbished to pro-
vide housing for approximately 20 students. 
(www.menaulschool.com) 
 

     3)  Anderson  Interfaith Ministries is an interfaith 
organization that  provides assistance to people in  
need while also guiding them to function independ-
ently.  Funds will provide for modifying and renovating 
two facilities.  (www.aimcharity.org) 
 

     WPC will collect the Birthday Offering Mothers Day, 
May 8, 2011.  You are asked to give as you have been 
blessed as led by the Holy Spirit. 

     Last month several women of 
the congregation attended a one-
day gathering with 1200 other 
Christian women.  Not only did we 
hear Sheila Walsh remind us 
about the shelter of God’s prom-
ises, and lift up our voices in 
praise with Joyful Noise, but we 
also became adoptive parents 
through World Vision. 
     Let me tell you a little about 
Sara Ovasi.  She will be five years 
old on June 20.  She lives in Tan-

zania with her parents, two brothers, and one sister. 
     The HIV and AIDS crisis has severely affected their com-
munity. Her parents struggle to provide for the family.  Sara is 
not in school at this time and she helps at home by being 
good.  She likes to play with dolls 
     Our monthly donation will help to provide access to re-
sources like clean water, improved nutrition, basic health care, 
educational opportunities, and economic development assis-
tance. 
     All of these essentials work together to break the cycle of 
poverty and help Sara reach her God-given potential. 
     More information about Sara and her family as well as the 
area where they live will be sent to us, and we will pass this 
along as we receive it. 
     We will have the opportunity to correspond with Sara and 
hope that many of the women of this congregation will do so. 
     As much as we will be able to bless Sara and her family 
through our sponsorship, as we demonstrate the uncondi-
tional love of God to Sara and her family, we also are blessed.

     Arthur Bardwell Patten (who often signed his name "A. B. Patten") 
was a distinguished United States Congregational Church clergyman 
who served congregations in New England and the Pacific coast.  He 
was the author of books, hymn texts and poems. His best remembered 
work is the hymn text “Faith of Our Mothers” written circa 1920. 
 

     Patten was born in Bowdoinham, Maine, on March 26, 1864, the son 
of Captain Bardwell P. Patten and Frances J. (“Fanny”) Meserve.  His 
ancestors were among the earliest settlers in Bowdoinham; a section of 
the town called Patten’s Landing is named for them. 
 

     Patten was educated at Colby University (AB 1890) and received his 
theology degree from Bangor Theological Seminary (in 1893).  He was 
ordained as a Congregational minister in Everett, Massachusetts, on 
February 1, 1894.  Patten was part of the world mission movement of 
the late 1800s that strove to “reach the world for Jesus in our genera-
tion.” 
 

Patten served pastorates at First Congregational Church, Everett, Mas-
sachusetts from 1895-1897, First Congregational Church, South Had-
ley, Massachusetts, 1897-1905; First Congregational Church, Santa 
Rosa, California, 1905-1909; Sacramento, California 1909-1917; Forest 
Grove Congregational Church, Oregon, 1917-1919; Center Church, 
Torrington, Connecticut.; 1919-1929; Madison Congregational Church, 
Connecticut, 1929-1934. 
 

In addition to “Faith of Our Mothers”, Patten was the author of books, 
articles and poems, including: 
 

“The Awakening” - 1892 
“The Religious Training of Children” – 1897 
“With God at Sea” (poem) in “The Sea Breeze” by Boston Seaman’s  
         Friends Society – 1900 
“Youth, Plus” (poem) 
A Hymn for the Dedication of the New Organ at Torrington, CT – 1922 
"Can We Find God?" - (George H. Doran Co., New York) - 1924 
“Open Letter to Prof. John Dewey" - 1933 
 

Patten married the former Kate Howes Ryder of Chelsea, Massachu-
setts (born Nov. 26, 1876) on October 1, 1896.  They had had three 
sons: Ryder (the eldest; 31 July 1897 - August 1957), Julian and Roger 
Wolcott Patten (the youngest).  Tragedy struck the family on July 8, 
1903, when A.B.'s son Roger aged one year and a half was drowned 
while they were vacationing at Lake Winnipesaukee, New Hampshire. 
 

Arthur B. Patten died at Claremont, California on May 10, 1952.
