       National Level 
 
 Presbyterian Women (PW) 
is an independent organization 
within the Presbyterian Church 
(U.S.A.) of more than 300,000 
women. The programming and re-
source options for the organization 
offer a variety of ways for women 
to live out their faith in an inclusive, 
caring community. 
 Presbyterian Women (PW) 

offers women in the church meaningful ways to live out 
their faith in the midst of a caring community of women. For 
more than 200 years PW groups have strengthened the 
Presbyterian Church and played a major role in sharing the 
good news of Jesus Christ and witnessing to the promise of 
God’s kingdom. 
 Voting representatives to the 2009 Church wide 
Business Meeting of Presbyterian Women ratified the 
amended and restated certificate of incorporation that es-
tablishes Presbyterian Women as a publicly supported inte-
grated auxiliary of the PC(USA). Voting representatives 
also approved the bylaws of Presbyterian Women in the 
Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) Inc.  
 

PW Purpose 
 

 Forgiven and freed by God in Jesus Christ, and 
empowered by the Holy Spirit, we commit ourselves 
 
�  to nurture our faith through prayer and Bible study 
�  to support the mission of the church worldwide, 
�  to work for justice and peace 
�  to build an inclusive, caring community of women that 
strengthens the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) and wit-
nesses to the promise of God’s kingdom.  

Local Level 
 
 The above information from the PCUSA website 
explains some of the history and the purpose of PW on the 
national level. I’d like to bring this a little closer to home and 
tell you about PW of Warfordsburg Presbyterian Church. 
This group meets on the first Thursday of every month in 
the adult Sunday school room in the Faith Center. There 
are usually anywhere from six to fifteen women who attend 
regularly; however, it is open to all women of the church 
and we encourage all women to attend. The meeting is 
opened with prayer followed by a bible study, led by Gilda 
Blank. We are presently studying the book of Revelation. 
This is followed by a business meeting which includes the 
reading of the minutes from our previous meeting by secre-
tary, Laura Musselman and a report from our treasurer, 
Carol Hendershot. The remainder of the meeting is taken 
up with reports of visitations to church and community 
members as well as upcoming events. We also support a 
card ministry that sends cards and well wishes to those in 
our church or community who are ill, hospitalized, or just 
need some words of encouragement during a difficult time. 
As members of PW of Carlisle Presbytery, we show our 
support through our participation in the Hunger Offering, 
Birthday Offering, and Thank Offering. We also send them 
a yearly Missions pledge and Least Coin offering. There 
are district meetings three times a year that usually several 
women will attend. 
Locally we support the American Cancer Society, Joy-El 
Ministries, and the Fulton County Food Basket just to name 
a few. The women of our church are very active and in-
volved in everything from working at the auction, to making 
thousands of Easter eggs, to preparing and serving meals 
at funerals and other functions, to providing meals for 
someone just home from the hospital. These are but the tip 
of the iceberg. Anytime there is something going on in our 
church, you will find the women of the church on the front 
lines as well as behind the scenes. They are servants in 
God’s kingdom, and eagerly share the Gospel message 
through word and action.

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     Bill was born on September 4, 1968 in Balti-
more, Maryland, grew up in a Christian family, and 
received the Lord Jesus as his personal Savior 
when he was five years of age. Karen was born on 
March 6, 1969 in Oklahoma City, Oklahoma, and 
also accepted the Lord at the age of 5. Karen’s 
Father is a Pastor in Oklahoma, and Bill’s Father is 
a worship leader in Maryland. 
     After attending Christian School and Bible Col-
lege, God placed Bill in Nashville, Tennessee in a 
music school where “The First Family of Gospel 
Music”, the Speers, heard him sing. That was all it 
took; in less than a month, Bill was living in Nash-
ville and touring nationally with the Speers. 
 

     During his tenure with the group, Bill was fea-
tured on two radio singles: “Saved To The Utter-
most” and “He’s Still In The Fire”, both of which 
soared to the number one spot on the Singing 
News, Cash Box, and Gospel Voice charts, leading 
to 2 Dove and 2 Grammy award nominations. 
    During the Summer of 1989, God brought Bill 
and Karen (who was a music major in college) 
together, and in August of 1990 they were married. 
After much prayer, Bill resigned from the Speers, 
and in December of 1990, began his own family 
ministry. 
     In the fall of 1991, Bill released his self-penned 
pro-life song “Let Us Live” to radio and although it 
received only limited exposure, it opened many 
doors for pro-life rallies, and established Bill as a 
songwriter and pro-life advocate. 
     From 1992 to 1998, Bill and Karen added Bill's 
brother Adam and mother Pat to the in-concert line-
up on special occasions and became known as 
"Simply Faith". In 1999 Bill and Karen officially sat 
down and totally re-worked the vision for their min-
istry. With a philosophy that was focused on how 
the local church operates and ministers, they were  

ready to become a one-of-a-kind ministry that 
churches could count on in the 21st century. 
     A lot of Christian bands and singers have come 
and gone over the past 20 years, but the Itzels 
have stood the test of time. Bill and Karen, along 
with their three children, Jessica, Ryan, and Shan-
non Bailey have now been touring full-time for over 
20 years, and yet, after over 40 recordings, 200 
original songs and 3000 concerts, they are more 
relevant than ever. 
     Bill has appeared on the Gaither Homecoming 
videos, has been nominated for 2 Grammy and 2 
Dove awards, and has headlined concerts for over 
40,000 people, but still feels led to minister in local 
church settings. Their concerts always have a 
strong family emphasis. Bill and Karen Itzel are 
singers/songwriters who are committed to Christ, 
committed to truth, and committed to excellence.

    "Blessed Assurance" was composed by two of the most pro-
lific Christian hymn writers in history.  The lyrics come from a 
woman with over 8000 hymns to her credit and the music 
comes from the organ of a lady with over 500 hymns to her 
credit.  One day, Fanny Crosby was visiting her dear friend, 
Phoebe Knapp. She played a tune for Fanny and asked her 
afterwards, "What does it say to you, Fanny?"  Her reply was 
simple: "Blessed assurance, Jesus is mine."  This hymn is still 
being played on the church organ in thousands of churches still 
today. 
 

     Despite being blind, Fanny Crosby’s impact on Christian 
hymns was tremendous.  She once described how her blind-
ness affected her songs.  "I verily believe that God intended 
that I should live my days in physical darkness so that I might 
be better prepared to sing His praise and lead others from spiri-
tual darkness into eternal light.  With sight I would have been 
too distracted to have written thousands of hymns."  Without 
Fanny’s faith and Phoebe’s organ, songs such as "Blessed As-
surance" would have never been written. 
 

     Phoebe Knapp was also known as Mrs. Joseph F. Knapp, 
the second president of Metropolitan Life Insurance Company. 
They belonged to the same church congregation as Fanny 
Crosby, the John Street Methodist Church in New York City. 
She kept a pipe organ in her apartment to help her compose. 
When her husband passed away, Mrs. Knapp was left with a 
large fortune. She gave a large portion of her inheritance to 
charity.  
 

     "Blessed Assurance" remains one of the most loved Chris-
tian hymns.
